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ETNORELIHIYNI GROUPS GRAND DUCHY OF LITHUANIA IN MODERN HISTORIOGRAPHY: PROBLEMS OF LEGAL MEASUREMENT
Abstract. The paper addresses the problem of covering the legal status of groups’ etnoreligion Grand Duchy of Lithuania in modern historiography. Analyzed labor Lithuanian, Belarusian, Ukrainian, Russian, Polish scholars and researchers in other countries, which raised issues of legal status of Russian, Tatar, Jewish and Gypsy communities etnoreligion.
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Problem. Modern historiography of the problem of the legal status etnoreligion groups of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania (hereinafter ON), which began in post-Soviet times, is extremely diverse in their areas is felt primarily in generalizing works on the history of ON. The issue of ethnic core around which formed ON, is a subject of dispute in modern historiography. Analysis of the latest research and unresolved separation issues. Yes, Lithuanian historiography strongly opposes "Slavic" roots GDL, as evidenced, for example, labor E. Hudavichyusa [1], who considered Slavic, including Belarusian element, a minor component of GDL not only politically, but also demographic respect. However, Lithuanian historiography has some achievements in the history of the legal status etnoreligion groups ON. First of all, it should be called research is Yu Verbitskene "Jews in the Grand Duchy of Lithuania: Aspects of coexistence." The dissertation examined the historical period from the first written mention of Jews in Lithuania to the third partition of Poland. Fundamentally new in this scientific work is that the Jewish community is not seen as a national minority in Poland (as it was in the historiography of the past), but as part of Lithuanian society, which enables to rethink the relationship of the Jewish diasporas with the indigenous population. Presentation of the material. In Lithuania there is a strong tradition of studying legal sights ON, in particular - his statutes, and judicial and administrative practice documents which are concentrated in Lithuania metrics - Archives of the State Chancellery ON. Today this area is actively working Lazutka S., I. Valikonite, A. grosbeak and other historians who are not investigating the situation etnoreligion groups separately, however, made a significant contribution to the development of this theme, providing extensive comments on the articles of the Statute ON 1529 . dedicated etnoreligion groups. Contrary Lithuanian historians Belarusian historiography seeking ethnic and political roots ON solely on the territory of Belarus. In the second half of the 80-ies of the last century with a new ethnic characteristic ON acted M. Ermolovich who presented solely as a principality of the Belarusian state [2], respectively attributing the name "Litvin" to the ancestors of modern Belarus. A more cautious position is O. Kravtsevich who believes that GDL was initially "bietnichnoyu Baltic and East Slavic state dominated East Slavic element" [3, p. 201].In these writings ON appears as a dummy state with a national structure, sending only two ethnic groups: Lithuanians and East Slavs. The legal status of the population On these works is only a secondary storyline as the main evidence base focused on bringing Lithuanian or Belarusian "birthright" in the nation. The legal status of the population GDL found its coverage in the pages of general works: the history of law Lithuania, Ukraine, Belarus, Russia, the history of Law GDL, a general history and ethnology. Yes, Belarusian scientist G. Sahanovych highlighted the legal status of the main segments of the population in general GDL course Belarusian history, as well as a separate study devoted adherents of the Orthodox faith prince Ostrozkyi. A special place in the writings of the author is the question of religious tolerance in the GDL in the XIV - the first half of the XVI century. [4].Important place in the Belarusian historiography occupy SF Labor Falcon, which explores the development of political and legal thought in Belarus. He concluded that a significant impact on the formation of Protestant ideas of the legal system and ON, respectively, on the legal status etnoreligion groups [5]. Issues of ethnic minorities ON position of general historical studies S. Zaharkevych [6].Modern Ukrainian historiography represented primarily works NM Yakovenko and his scientific school studying Ukrainian aristocracy. Representatives of this school have made a substantial contribution to the study of the legal status of the Orthodox nobility. [7] Among the undoubted advantages papers NM Yakovenko - attempts to move away from the Soviet stereotypes (such as the relentless deterioration of the Orthodox in ON, confrontational relations between ethnic groups in ON).A special place in modern Ukrainian history research problem occupy labor SM Bad, which in the context of European processes - Counter and konfesializatsiyi public and political life, examines the religious factor as fundamental for the formation of Ukrainian identity. [8] Among the works of Ukrainian historians of recent times especially should include a number of works OV Rusin [9], one of which is directly dedicated to interfaith relations in ON. The researcher carefully analyzed interfaith relations between Catholics and Orthodox, and socio-political movements at the turn of XV - XVI centuries (The so-called "conspiracy Princes" in 1481), while making a conclusion about the lack of direct communication between them. In her opinion, the real persecution of Orthodox who precursors (including school VB Antonovich) put forward as a possible motive anti performances, at that time there was no GDL [9, p. 5-14]. With the new position O. Rusina and highlighted the conflict between the Grand Duke Alexander and the rulers of Muscovy on the construction and operation of the Orthodox churches in the GDL. She argues that the claim put forward by Moscow's rulers were only a pretext to unleash a war against a neighbor who is considered an invader of the "Heritage" Rurik. In generalizing the book "Ukraine under the Tatars and Lithuania" O. Rusina devoted a chapter to interfaith relations, although it should be noted that there it is not just about the relationship between Christian denominations, but also about the relationship between Christians and other etnoreligion groups. Subjects related to judiciary within etnoreligion groups studied II Boyko [10].Odessa Historical Law School Professor PP Muzychenko examines various aspects of legal life ON.Among the numerous works of PP Muzychenko dedicated legal system ON, some directly related issue, namely - devoted to the influence of canon law on the development of legal culture and legal status ON Orthodox nobility. [11] It should be noted also works SG Kovalev, who investigated the establishment and jurisdiction of the courts were clearly etnoreligion nature, namely Orthodox church courts, courts for Armenians, Jews, Tatars [12].In recent years, the subject turns ON Russian historical, legal and historical science. SV Dumin did much to disprove stereotypes "zahidnorusyzmu." In particular, he reasonably questioned the thesis of the original aspirations of the Ukrainian and Belarus to Russia, rejected the idea of ​​the expansion of Catholicism in the Ukrainian and Belarusian lands ON in XV. SV On Dumin treats as a multinational, very effective in internal and external affairs of the state. [13] The benefits of research SV Dumin should include clearly maintained the principle of historicism in the analysis of the legal status of the Tatar people ON. He traced the evolution of the legal status of different groups of Muslim population during the XVI century. Indicating a gradual increase in the array of legal norms and expanding their prescriptions. MM Krom raises and proves the thesis confessional peace in ON. Complicated Russian-Lithuanian relations, their religious component found their thorough coverage of labor DN Alexandrov and D. Volodihina [16].Russian historiography experiencing "renaissance" of interest in church history and various aspects of religious life, including legal. Among the many works of Russian scholars, dedicated to Brest Church Union should especially point out a thorough investigation LM Kirillov, which multiethnic and multi-religious analyzed the composition of the Kyiv Metropolis in the second half of the XVI century., Especially the formation and operation of parishes and parish churches. [17] Unfortunately, her research limited to the second half of the XVI century. Legal status of Muslim Tatar etnoreligion community in our time has become the subject of research of Russian scientist SV Dumin [101] and Belarusian scientist IV Kanapatskoho [18].The benefits of research SV Dumin should include clearly maintained the principle of historicism in the analysis of the legal status of the Tatar people ON. He traced the evolution of the legal status of different groups of Muslim population during the XVI century. Indicating a gradual increase in the array of legal norms and expanding their prescriptions. However, he, unlike S. Dumin, in his writings is considering legal regulation within ON Tatar community, in particular, drew attention to the legal sources that were used in this case. Updating of social adjustment Roma (Gypsy) people to contemporary social realities, which is characteristic for all European countries, led to the emergence romoznavchyh studies in Ukraine, among which should be noted of NO Zinevych [19] and A. Belikova [20]. As a general historical studies, they still contain interesting historical and legal material, which allows at least once to mark the direction of historical and legal research etnoreligion group almost always been on the side of the historical and legal science. On etnoreligion history and related legal issues now actively studied abroad. A number of papers on the religious history of GDL and the Commonwealth, the legal status of different groups of believers belonging T. Traydosu [21].Polish historian J. Sobchak first raised the question of what conscription, which brought the Tatars in ON, indicates their belonging to noble status. [22] A. Dubinsky belongs fundamental work devoted to the Karaite community GDL and the Commonwealth. [23] etnoreligion plot dedicated to one of the sections ("ethnic consciousness") of his extensive work Canadian historian Daniel Stone [24]. He believes that the Orthodox Ruthenian noble element played an important but secondary role of demographic, economic and cultural factors ON. This role he sees that: ON adapted Rus law, officials used Rusyn, Ruthenian were perceived tradition of building defenses, great princes, being Catholics, funduvaly Orthodox churches, Orthodox magnates actually ran n lands and met in the Diet, along with Catholics -Lithuanians. Subordination Orthodox D. Stone sees that the Orthodox Church was under the control of the government and the Catholic religion has official status [24, pp. 11-16].Glance touched on the legal status of Roma (Gypsies) On an American researcher David Crowe [25].Conclusion. The problem of the legal status of groups etnorelihiynyh Grand Duchy of Lithuania is in sight modern researchers - lawyers and historians.
